Archie Henderson is an award-winning writer, actor, musician, and creator of viral comedy character Jazz Emu,
whose videos and songs have garnered over 50 million streams. In 2023, he was named one of the 50 funniest
comedians of the 21st Century by Dominic Cavendish in the Telegraph, landing at number 26 on the list.

He recently shot a role in an exciting upcoming independent feature mockumentary.

Archie took his latest live show – THE PLEASURE IS ALL YOURS on a tour of the UK earlier in 2025 before
finishing at the Edinburgh Fringe. It received rave reviews, and he then took the show on his first ever US tour.

Archie performed at the JUST FOR LAUGHS FESTIVAL 2025  in Montreal – after being chosen from a vast
selection of applicants as part of their NEW FACES PROGRAM.
